Every 18-24 months my mobile phone seems to go a bit wonky and I end up having to buy a 
new one. I would love it if I could get the same phone with all of the same apps on it, but I 
canôt. In 18 months, it seems that everything has changed and I need to learn how to do things 
differently. For the first 40 years of my life the only changes to how I made a phone call were 
going from a rotary dial to a push button and from a cord connected to the wall to a cordless 
phone. 

And it is not just our phones. Technology is changing at an exponentially faster rate and our 
institutions are all having a hard time keeping up. My guess is that churches change a bit  
slower than other institutions. So what are we supposed to do? 

Well Dwight Zscheile in his book The Agile Church talks about exactly this. He says that we are 
living in a disruptive age. We are anxious, divided, and insecure because of the rate of change, 
economic displacement, and the impact of social media. It is like the rug has been pulled out 
from under us and we cannot find sure footing. 

Dwight Zscheile assures us that it is not our fault that the mainline church has seen this              
decline. Whew. It is nice to hear. He also says that if we double down and work hard trying to 
manage our current systems we will fail. If we want our children and grandchildren to know 
about Christianity and have Christian faith, we are going to have to do things differentlyéto 
innovate. 

Letôs face it; young people today are growing up in a world very different from the world we 
baby boomers and our parents grew up in. Their networks are fluid, there is no formal                   
structure, and they engage with institutions and people in totally different ways than we did. 

Zscheile made an interesting comment. He said, ñYour millennial children do not want your 

antiques.ò So what do they want? In his book, Zscheile talks about experimenting and failing 

to find out what will work in our context. As I said, there are no easy fixes and no tried and 

true answers. We are just going to have to figure it out by trial and error. We can look at this as 

a really scary time, or an extremely exciting time. Church and faith formation can happen in an 

infinite number of ways. The ways we did it in the past arenôt working so well, so letôs figure 

out a new way. As Larry the Cable Guy says, ñLetôs getôer done.ò
